Outside Cleaning

* Evacuate waste, produced and previously sorted
by medical structures, to the Waste Treatment
Area for disposal, using appropriate and safe
means:

- Transport via wheelbarrow and buckets
rather than plastic bags

- Only collecting safety boxes that are properly
closed

* Maintain all outside areas in a clean and neat
state: remove all waste from the ground (papers,
cans, bottles, materials...), empty out dustbins at
least daily and as often as necessary and evacuate
to the waste area for sorting according to MSF
protocols prior to disposal.

* Ensure that the drainage channels for
wastewater and run off are unblocked, in good
condition and kept clean.

* Cleanthe grease traps each week and ensure that
the doors for the grease traps are shut properly.

* Participate in raising awareness of patients and
relatives about cleanliness and respect of the
hospital and surroundings.

* Clean all the roof for hospital from outside

Destruction of hospital waste

* Arrange and store the waste temporarily before
destroying within a short time period

*  Weigh the collected waste/garbage and register
in the waste management record/log book.

* Ensure waste from each department is shorted
appropriately before carrying out destruction and
final disposal and indicate any problems with the
shorting or packaging to the supervisor.

* Inform supervisor immediately in the event of an
incident during the treatment of waste and
especially in case of exposure (requiring
implementation of Post Exposure Prophylaxis
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[PEP] procedure and/or Accidental Blood

Exposure [ABE] protocol procedure)

Operation and maintenance of incinerator/ safety

box reducer

Keep the incinerator/safety box reducer in good
working order, loading it, starting it up, stopping
it, removing the ashes to the ash pit

Carry out regular maintenance on the
incinerator/safety box reducer according to the
instructions given by supervisor and following
MSF Standard Operation Procedures.

Inform supervisor immediately in the event of
any problem or breakdown on the incinerator.

Security and hygiene of Waste Treatment Area

Ensure the Waste Treatment Area is accessed
only by authorized personnel

Wear obligatory (PPE) protective kit (mask,
overalls, gloves, glasses and gumboots...)

Ensure no waste is left lying around in the Waste
Treatment Area and that it is clean and well
maintained

Systematically clean bins with 0.5% chlorine
solution and ensure bins are dry before returning
them to the departments.

Ensure that the pit trap doors are properly shut.
Ensure that the wall, fencing and gate are in good
condition and close access to the Waste
Treatment Area during absence

Material management

Place requests for general equipment (chlorine,
gloves, tools...) to his/her direct supervisors and
store them in designated places

Ensure sufficient stock of chlorine solution.

Carry out an inventory of his/her tools and
equipment every month and inform supervisor of
any losses or bad conditions without delay
Ensure correct use of tools and equipment
